The “actual” cost of educating a

The process to determine a
family’s need for assistance will
be through a third party
evaluation done by the FACTS
Grant and Aid Assistance
Program. To keep confidence and
honor a family’s privacy, only the
Principal, the Pastor, and the
parish and school finance
directors will be privy to a
family’s application and tuition
information.

All families are expected to
participate in fundraising
activities and volunteer for
community events.

For families applying for
tuition assistance, amounts
will be announced by May 1st.
Each family asking for
assistance will receive a tuition
contract clarifying their tuition

amount.
